Funding Requests:
· There were 22 requests for enhanced Funding. 13 of those requests were for children/youth with an ASD diagnosis. 9 of those requests were for respite. 3 of the requests were for private OT sensory assessments. 1 was for a Psychological assessment. 
· 3 of the requests were for additional in home nursing support
· 1 request supported an 8 week in home behavior plan with the goal of building capacity so that the youth with a dual diagnosis  could remain in his home environment
· 2 additional psychological assessments were funding which provided diagnostic information (one identified a developmental delay, 1 provided an ASD diagnosis
· 3 requests were for support for holiday periods (March Break and Christmas)

CSN/Base Funded Residential beds

· 2 medically fragile children transitioned to CSN. There are 2 other youths who are ongoing through the SRC process- both are dually diagnosed.
· 2 children transitioned to long term placements with a base funding developmental agency. 1 of those children was medically fragile, the other was dually diagnosed.
Assessment Beds:

Frontenac – 4 youths have accessed – 1 from Midland, 1 from Orillia, 1 from Collingwood and 1 from Barrie (Frontenac  provides a short term (3-6 month) assessment and treatment program for dually diagnosed children/youth ages 10-18.
Ontario shores – 3 youths have accessed – 1 from Collingwood and 2 from Orillia
Respite:

Wintergreen – 5 individuals are using this respite. 
Kinark Dual diagnosis Respite – 3 youths are currently using
TREADD – 1 youth is using respite

Pressures:

Wait lists for base funded residential beds for children with a dual diagnosis. There are only 4 long term residential beds for children with a dual diagnosis in Simcoe County.
Increased number of grandparents who are supporting grandchildren with complex needs
Wait lists for mental health/behavior management services. Referrals are being made to CCC due to the fact that no services are in place although they may be on several wait lists.
Limited access to respite for highly complex children/youth. Wintergreen provides only 10 days per year. TRE ADD has only 1 spot for Simcoe County. There is no formalized planning group for respite for highly Complex children/youth.
