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Community Profile: Simcoe-York

Introduction

The following profile is based on demographic trends in your community between 2001
and 2006. During this period, Ontario saw its population grow by 6.6 per cent, more than
the national average of 5.4 per cent. But while this large, complex and dynamic province
grew overall, a closer look reveals some different shifts in some communities. Due to
social and economic trends, some areas have experienced a growth of more than 10 per
cent while other areas have actually seen a decline in population.

To help unravel the complexity of Ontario’s demographic trends, Statistics Canada has
used 2006 Census data to customize 17 community profiles for the Ontario Trillium
Foundation (OTF). These profiles provide the most recent demographic analyses of the
province and the 16 regions funded by the Foundation. OTF appreciates the work of
Statistics Canada in analyzing the data and helping to produce these reports.

Community Profile: Simcoe-York has been customized to this region. To better illustrate
the region’s unique circumstances, local characteristics and trends have been noted
when they represent a significant difference from provincial results. For your
convenience, a glossary has also been included to provide definitions for the technical
terms used in this document.
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Geographic Context for Simcoe-York

Simcoe-York includes two Census Divisions, the County of Simcoe and the Regional
Municipality of York. The data presented in this report is based on Statistics Canada
Census of Population and uses the Standard Geographic Areas from the Census. For
the 2006 Census, each of the Census Divisions contained the lower tier municipalities as

This region contained 4 Indian Reserves. All of these Indian Reserves were completely

enumerated during the 2006 Census.

The land area of Simcoe-York is 6,602.4 square kilometres, around 0.7% of Ontario’s
total area. Simcoe covered 73.3% of the land area in Simcoe-York, while York

accounted for the remaining 26.7%.

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Summary for Simcoe-York

Ontario’s fastest growing region is fuelled by immigration; youth population
growing; region has highest employment growth rate in the province

Simcoe-York represents 10.8% of Ontario’s total population and is the fastest
growing region in the province. Increasing by 208,612 people (18.9%) between 2001
and 2006 — bigger than the entire City of Barrie, this region is growing at nearly three
times the provincial rate (6.6%) due in part to the increase in immigration. York reported
the highest growth in the region (22.4%) and is home to more than two-thirds of its
population. Two-thirds of the municipalities in Simcoe-York experienced higher growth
than the province overall. Mnjikaning First nation 32, Vaughan, Markham and Barrie
were the fastest growing Simcoe-York communities during this period.

Echoing strong growth in population, this region saw significant growth in
employment between 2001 and 2006. While the province showed an employment
growth rate of 7.9%, Simcoe-York’s employment growth rate was the highest in the
province (19.9%). As of 2006, this region had a lower unemployment rate (5.5%) than
Ontario overall (6.4%), and was amongst the lowest in the province at the time.

Between 2001 and 2006, 49,875 of the 580,740 immigrants who came to Ontario settled
in Simcoe-York with the overwhelming majority (93.2%) choosing York as their home.
Two-thirds of recent immigrants said they came from Asia and the Middle East,
which is similar to Ontario overall. European-born people made up the second largest
group of newcomers both in Simcoe-York and Ontario as a whole. In York, 1 in 4
residents speak a Chinese language while in Simcoe the most common mother tongues
reported other than English or French were European. More than 1 in 4 residents in
Simcoe-York is a visible minority, 95% of which live in York.

Between 2001 and 2006, the Francophone population in Simcoe-York grew by 1,860
people (8.7%) substantially higher than the 0.9% growth in Ontario overall. A slightly
higher proportion of the Francophone community lives in Simcoe.

Following the trend in many other regions in the province, Simcoe-York’s Aboriginal
community grew significantly (38%) during the census period although making up a
small portion (1.1%) of the total population. Home to 10% of Ontario’s Métis population,
more than three-quarters of Simcoe-York’s Aboriginal community resides in Simcoe,
most of whom live in the City of Barrie.

Simcoe-York’s youth population (13-24) grew significantly (22.1%) between 2001
and 2006, nearly two and a half times the provincial rate. This region also has one of the
highest proportions of children (0-14 years) in the province. While York residents are
younger and aging at a slower rate than Ontario as a whole, Simcoe residents are
slightly older and aging faster than the province overall.

Other regional highlights

= Both Simcoe and York had a higher median household income than the
province. Within the region, King had the highest household median income
($91,762) and Christian Island 30 the lowest ($26,304) indicating great variation
across Simcoe-York;

. Even though York had the highest incomes on average in 2006, it also
had a higher proportion of low-income families (11.4% vs. 7.3% in Simcoe). This
proportion is similar to the provincial rate;

] Compared to the provincial average, Simcoe-York has a higher proportion
of university graduates, particularly in York, where a significantly higher proportion of
residents have a university education (40%);

= Growth in Simcoe-York has slowed slightly from the previous five year
period;

. In York, only 1 in 10 people are over the age of 65.

Responding to trends in the region

Findings like these help provide valuable insight into the communities within Simcoe-
York. This information offers communities, volunteers and not-for-profit organizations
direction on priority areas where additional funding is needed for programs and services.

Census data has helped OTF respond to the demographic trends in regions like Simcoe-
York and will continue to help guide decision-making as new trends are identified. An
example of this can be seen with Jewish Family & Child Service, a family resource
centre in Thornhill that offers programs and activities for new immigrants. With OTF's
support, this centre will increase staff and expand current programming in order to help
with outreach to newcomers, reduce isolation and meet the changing needs of the
community. This initiative is particularly relevant as it is addressing the diverse needs of
new immigrants to the region.

Centre d’alphabétisation — Huronie is also another great example of an organization
responding to the demographic trends in Simcoe-York. Serving this region’s growing
Francophone community, Centre d’alphabétisation — Huronie received OTF funding for
program costs and resources to help parents and families in Simcoe County provide
their children with French-language and cultural resources. This will help preserve
Francophone culture and communications in the region as a result.

In support of growing Aboriginal communities in Ontario, the preservation of Aboriginal

culture has become increasingly important to residents in Simcoe-York. The Chipewas
of Georgina Island First Nation understand this and are responding accordingly with

the Foundation’s help. In order to develop sustainable tourism and increase Aboriginal

culture experiences, the Chipewas of Georgina Island First Nation will identify tourism-
related opportunities and prepare a long-term plan to this end.

People in Your Community - Population, Language and
Diversity
Simcoe-York Population Overview

In 2006, there were 1,314,916 people living in Simcoe-York, which is 10.8% of Ontario’s
population. Please refer to Chart 1.

More than two-thirds of Simcoe-York’s population live in York. Please refer to Chart 2.

The city of Markham accounts for almost 20% of the total population in the area followed
closely by Vaughan at 18.2%.

There are four municipalities in Simcoe-York with a population of more than 100,000.
They are Markham (261,573), Vaughan (238,866), Richmond Hill (162,704) and Barrie
(128,430). The town of Newmarket is the fifth largest municipality in Simcoe-York with a
population of 74,295.

Simcoe-York is one of the fastest growing areas in Ontario

Between 2001 and 2006, Simcoe-York's population grew by 18.9%, which is nearly
three times greater than the province’'s 6.6% growth rate. York area experienced the
highest growth in the catchment with a 22.4% increase in its population during this
period.

Two thirds of municipalities in Simcoe-York experienced higher growth than the
province overall

Simcoe-York municipalities with the highest growth rates between 2001 and 2006 were
Mnjikaning First Nation 32 (41.7%) and Vaughan (31.2%). Other communities with
particularly high population growth rates include Markham (25.4%) and Barrie (23.8%).

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Age Groups

Simcoe-York has a slightly larger percentage of young people than the province
overall

In 2006, Simcoe-York had a slightly younger population than the province as a whole.
Individuals aged 14 and under accounted for 19.6% of Simcoe-York's population,
compared to 18.2% for Ontario overall. Please refer to Chart 5.

York is younger than both Simcoe and Ontario as a whole

With a greater proportion of residents aged O to 14 and 15 to 64, York has a younger
population than Simcoe. In fact, individuals aged 65 years and over account for only
10.3% of York’s population, compared to 14.0% in Simcoe. Please refer to Chart 5.

The largest proportion of Simcoe-York’s residents are between the ages of 40 and
49

As of 2006, the 40 to 44 and 45 to 49 age groups accounted for the highest proportion of
Simcoe-York’s population. There were also a high proportion of residents within the 15
to 19 and 20 to 24 age groups.

There are more women 25 and older than men; there are more men 24 and under
than women

As of 2006, there were more females than males in all age groups of 25 years and older
in Simcoe-York. Meanwhile, for people 24 years of age and under there were more
males than females.

The median age in Simcoe-York is rising

Between 2001 and 2006, the median age, which divides the population into two groups
of equal size, rose in Simcoe-York. Simcoe had the largest increase of 2.5 years to 39.8
years of age, while York had an increase of 1.5 years to 37.5 years of age. While
Simcoe was above the provincial median of 39.0 years of age, York was below. Please
refer to Table 1.

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Youth

Simcoe-York’s youth population increased at a very high rate

Between 2001 and 2006, Simcoe-York’'s youth population (residents aged 13 to 24)
increased by 40,090 individuals, which represents a 22.1% increase. This was much
higher than the provincial increase of 9.3%. Within Simcoe-York, both areas were well
above this provincial average: York’s youth population grew by 23.4%, while Simcoe’s

increased by 19.3%. Please refer to Table 2.

York has the highest proportion of youth within the area

As of 2006, York had the highest number and proportion of youth within the area. Youth
represented 17.2% of York’s population, which was higher than the provincial proportion

of youth (16.2%). Please refer to Chart 7.

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Seniors Living Alone

The proportion of seniors living alone in Simcoe-York is below the provincial
average

In Simcoe-York fewer than one in five seniors® lived alone (18.4%), which is
considerably less than the province as a whole, where more than one in four seniors
lived alone (25.7%). Within Simcoe-York, a larger proportion of seniors lived on their
own in Simcoe (23.7%) as compared to York (15.1%). Please refer to Chart 8.

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Urbanization

Simcoe-York’s urbanization rate is similar to the province as a whole

As of 2006, 1,146,453 people in Simcoe-York lived in an urban area, representing 87.2%
of the population. The remaining 12.8% lived in rural areas. Please refer to Chart 9.

Simcoe is more rural while York is more urban

As of 2006, Simcoe had a significantly lower proportion of its population living in an
urban area than Ontario overall — 72.1% compared to 85.1%. York, on the other hand,
had a significantly higher proportion, with 94.3% of its population residing in urban
communities. Please refer to Chart 9.

Urban areas in Simcoe-York: Five municipalities in Simcoe-York were completely
urbanized — Barrie, Midland, Newmarket, Orillia and Penetanguishene. Several
municipalities were more than 90% urban — Aurora, Collingwood, Markham, Richmond
Hill and Vaughan. Please refer to Chart 10.

Rural areas in Simcoe-York: There were several municipalities that were completely
rural. They were Chippewas of Georgina Island First Nation, Christian Island 30,
Christian Island 30A, Mnjikaning First Nation 32 (Rama First Nation 32), Oro-Medonte,
Ramara and Tiny.

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Official Language Groups — English and French

In Ontario, 72.8% of the population reported English or French as their mother tongue®
with 68.4% of the population reporting English, 4.1% reporting French and 0.3%
reporting both English and French. The remaining 27.2% of Ontario’s population
reported neither English nor French as their mother tongue. Please refer to Chart 11.

Simcoe-York has a lower proportion of residents with English as their mother
tongue than Ontario overall

In 2006, 64.4% of Simcoe-York residents reported English as their mother tongue, which
is lower than the provincial average of 68.4%. Simcoe had the highest proportion of
residents whose mother tongue was English (87.9%). Please refer to Chart 11.

York has a much higher proportion of residents whose mother tongue is neither
English nor French

As of 2006, nearly half of all residents in York (45.7%) reported having a mother tongue
that was neither English nor French. This was far higher than Simcoe, where only 9.2%
of residents reported a non-official mother tongue. Please refer to Chart 11.

Simcoe has a higher proportion of residents whose mother tongue is French

Two-thirds of Simcoe-York residents who reported French as their mother tongue lived in
Simcoe as of 2006.

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Francophones

Between 2001 and 2006, the number of Francophones® in Ontario increased slightly
from 548,950 to 553,665. Francophones in Simcoe-York accounted for approximately
4.2% of the provincial Francophone community.

The number of Francophones in Simcoe-York increased, but their proportion of
the population remains unchanged

While Ontario experienced a 0.9% increase in the number of Francophones between
2001 and 2006, Simcoe-York’s Francophone community increased by 8.7% or 1,860
individuals. Despite this increase in population growth, it did not keep up with Simcoe-
York’s total population growth rate during this period (18.9%). As a result, the proportion
of Francophones in Simcoe-York in 2006 (1.9%) remained unchanged from 2001 (1.8%).

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Non-official Language Groups

One in three Simcoe-York residents are allophones®

In 2006, 34.0% of Simcoe-York residents reported having a mother tongue that was
neither English nor French. This is higher than Ontario overall (27.2%).

The overwhelming majority of Simcoe-York’s allophones live in York
As of 2006, 91.4% of all allophones in Simcoe-York lived in York.

Simcoe-York’s allophone population is very diverse

More than 70 different languages were reported by Simcoe-York allophones; 36 of these
were reported by more than 1,000 people as their mother tongue. The top five
languages reported in Simcoe-York were: Italian, Cantonese, Chinese, n.o.s., Russian,
and Persian (Farsi). Please refer to Chart 13.

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There are considerable differences between Simcoe and York in terms of the most
prevalent allophone languages

There are some interesting differences within Simcoe-York when comparing the top ten
non-official mother tongue languages. In Simcoe, nine of the top ten mother tongues
reported were European languages. York's top ten languages, on the other hand,
included only three European languages. Please refer to Charts 14 and 15.

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First Nations and Other Aboriginal Populations

Aboriginal people including First Nations people (North American Indian), Métis and Inuit
accounted for 2.0% of the total population of Ontario in 2006, compared to almost 1.7%
in 2001. The total number of Aboriginal People increased by 54,175 to 242,490 during
this period.

In Ontario, 70% of the Aboriginal population lived off reserve, and in 2006 approximately
three out of every four (76%) off-reserve First Nation people lived in an urban area.
However, First Nations people did not make up a large share of the population in these
urban centres.

The Aboriginal population in Simcoe-York has grown significantly but still makes
up only a small proportion of the total population

Between 2001 and 2006, Simcoe-York's Aboriginal population increased by 37.7%.
Despite this staggering increase, Aboriginal people make up only 1.1% of Simcoe-York’s
total population. Please refer to Chart 16.

Most Simcoe-York Aboriginals live in Simcoe

As of 2006, more than three quarters (78.4%) of Simcoe-York’s Aboriginal population
lived in Simcoe. The City of Barrie was the municipality within Simcoe-York with the
highest number of Aboriginal people. Please refer to Chart 16.

Simcoe-York has a higher proportion of Métis than Ontario overall

As of 2006, Simcoe-York had a higher proportion of Métis residents (44.8%) than
Ontario as a whole (30.4%). This was offset by a lower percentage of First Nations
residents. Simcoe-York is home to 10% of Ontario’s Métis population. Please refer to
Chart 17.

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Visible Minority

The South Asian community became Canada's largest visible minority group in 2006,
surpassing Canada’s Chinese community for the first time. The populations of both were
well over 1 million.

The Chinese community is the largest visible minority group in Simcoe-York

In 2006, the Chinese community accounted for 40.5% of Simcoe-York'’s visible minority
population and was the largest visible minority group in the region. The South Asian
community was the second largest visible minority group in Simcoe-York (24.2%).

Simcoe-York has a larger proportion of visible minorities than the province as a
whole

In 2006, visible minorities accounted 26.6% of Simcoe-York’s population, which is
greater than Ontario overall, where 22.8% of the population were visible minorities.

The large majority of Simcoe-York’s visible minorities live in York

As of 2006, 95.2% of Simcoe-York’s visible minority population lived in York. There
were 329,955 visible minority residents living in York compared to only 16,665 in
Simcoe.

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Immigrant Population

Simcoe-York has a higher proportion of foreign-born® people than the province
overall

In 2006, one-third of Simcoe-York residents (33.1%) reported being foreign-born. This is
higher than the province overall, where one in four Ontario residents were foreign-born
(28.3%). Please refer to Chart 19.

York has a higher proportion of foreign-born residents than Simcoe

As of 2006, there were 380,525 people living in York that were foreign-born, which
represents 88% of Simcoe-York’s total foreign-born population. In York, 42.9% of
residents were foreign-born, compared to only 12.3% in Simcoe.

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The proportion of newcomers to Simcoe-York is lower than Ontario

Between 2001 and 2006°, 580,740 immigrants came to Ontario. These newcomers
(recent immigrants) make up 17.1% of the total foreign-born population, and 4.8% of
Ontario’s total population. The number of recent immigrants to Simcoe-York during the
same period was 49,875, which accounted for 11.5% of the foreign-born population and
3.8% of the total population.

The overwhelming majority of newcomers to Simcoe-York settle in York

Between 2001 and 2006, 46,460 newcomers settled in York, which was 93.2% of the
total number of newcomers to Simcoe-York during this period.

In Simcoe, the largest proportion of immigrants came to Canada before 1961, while in
York the largest proportion of immigrants arrived in the most recent ten-year period

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Labour Force

Employment in Simcoe-York is increasing at a greater rate than Ontario overall

Between 2001 and 2006, Ontario’'s employed population increased by 7.9%. In both
areas of Simcoe-York, employment increases were greater than this provincial average.
They were highest in York at 22.0%, while Simcoe increased by 15.6%. Please refer to
Chart 22.

The municipality with the highest average
household income within Simcoe-York was King ($160,964) while the lowest was
Christian Island 30 ($31,074).

Both Simcoe and York have a higher median household income than the province

In Ontario, half of private households had an income higher than $60,455. Both Simcoe
and York had a median household income higher than Ontario overall - $62,328 in
Simcoe and $81,928 in York.

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After-tax Income - First-time Data from the Census

For the first time the census collected information on the after-tax income of Canadians.
After-tax income is the total income from all sources minus income tax, which better
reflects what families have available to spend. After-tax income is also more equally
distributed than before-tax income since those with higher incomes pay taxes at a higher
rate.

The median after-tax income of families in Ontario in 2005 was $62,288, compared with
the pre-tax median income of $72,734.

Also for the first time, the census can calculate low-income rates based on after-tax
income. In Canada, census data showed that 11.4% of the total population, an
estimated 3,484,625 people, lived on a low income in 2005. In Ontario 8.6% of families
lived on low income in 2005. This is lower than the prevalence of low income before-tax
families (11.7%).

In Canada, an estimated 879,955 young people aged 17 years and under were living in
low-income families in 2005. Low-income rates are highest among children and young
people. In 2005, 14.5% of all children aged 5 and under were estimated to be part of a
low-income family. The rate dropped to 13.0% for children aged 6 to 14, and to 11.4%
for teens aged 15 to 17.

Statistics Canada does not have after-tax income data at the community level at this
time.
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Data Sources
Statistics Canada, Census of population, 1996, 2001 and 2006.

Two different forms were used in the 2006 Census. The short 2A form was distributed to
100% of the population and included a question on mother tongue. The longer 2B form
was distributed to 20% of the population and contained more comprehensive questions,
including questions for those 15 years and over regarding education, income,
occupation, etc. This report uses the 20% data for everything except for total population
and Francophone population, where the 100% data set is available and appropriate.

Statistical data from the 2006 Census that are published in the media are usually based
on data obtained from Form 2B.

Data from the short form (Form or Profile 2A) may not match data from the long form
(Form of Profile 2B).

Aboriginal ancestry

Refers to those persons who reported at least one Aboriginal ancestry (North American
Indian, Métis or Inuit) to the ethnic origin question. ‘Ethnic origin’ refers to the ethnic or
cultural origins of the respondent’s ancestors.

Aboriginal identity

Refers to those persons who reported identifying with at least one Aboriginal group, that
is, North American Indian, Métis or Inuit, and/or those who reported being a Treaty
Indian or a Registered Indian, as defined by the Indian Act of Canada, and/or those who
reported they were members of an Indian band or First Nation.

Allophone population
Refers to persons whose mother tongue is neither English nor French.

Band/First Nation
A Band/First Nation is a group of people for whom lands have been set apart and money
is held by the Crown.

Band Member
A Band member is an individual who is recognized as being a member of a Band as
defined either by the Band itself or the Indian Act.

Census division (CD)

Census division (CD) is the general term for provincially legislated areas (such as county
and regional district) or their equivalents. Census divisions are intermediate geographic
areas between the province/territory level and the municipality (census subdivision).

Census metropolitan area (CMA) and census agglomeration (CA)

Areas consisting of one or more neighbouring municipalities situated around a major
urban core. A census metropolitan area must have a total population of at least 100,000
of which 50,000 or more live in the urban core. A census agglomeration must have an
urban core population of at least 10,000. To be included in the CMA or CA, other
adjacent municipalities must have a high degree of integration with the central urban
area, as measured by commuting flows derived from census place of work data.

Earnings or employment income

Refers to the income received by persons 15 years of age and over during the 2005
calendar year as wages and salaries, net income from a non-farm unincorporated
business and/or professional practice, and/or net farm self-employment income.

Economic family

Refers to a group of two or more persons who live in the same dwelling and are related
to each other by blood, marriage, common-law or adoption. A couple may be of opposite
or same sex. For 2006, foster children are included. The economic family and its
associated classifications and variables are derived according to the responses to the
questions on sex, date of birth, marital status, common-law status, and relationship to
Person 1.
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Ethnic origin
Refers to the ethnic or cultural origins of the respondent’s ancestors.

First Nation Population

First Nations Peoples are one of the three Aboriginal groups recognized in the Canadian
Constitution and is a term used to describe the group of all Aboriginal peoples who are
not Inuit or Métis.

Francophone Population

In this report, “Francophone” includes everyone who indicated French (single or multiple
responses) as a mother tongue. This information comes from the mother tongue census
question: What was the language first learned at home in childhood and still
understood? In this document, Francophones include people with French as their
mother tongue or as one of their mother tongues (French single and multiple responses).
For its analysis of the Francophone population as a whole, this report used data from the
short census form 2A that was administered to 100% of the Ontario population.

Immigrant population

Refers to people who are, or have been, landed immigrants in Canada. A landed
immigrant is a person who has been granted the right to live in Canada permanently by
immigration authorities. Some immigrants have resided in Canada for a number of years,
while others have arrived recently. Most immigrants are born outside Canada, but a
small number were born in Canada.

Income: After-tax income

Refers to total income minus federal, provincial and territorial income taxes paid for
calendar year 2005. Total income refers to income from all sources, including
employment income, income from government programs, pension income, investment
income and any other income. Federal, provincial and territorial taxes paid refer to taxes
on income, after taking into account exemptions, deductions, non-refundable tax credits
and the Quebec abatement. These taxes are obtained from the income tax files for
persons who allowed access to their income tax data and from direct responses on the
guestionnaire for others.

Income: Average Income

Average income of individuals refers to the weighted mean total income of individuals 15
years of age and over who reported income for 2005. Average income is calculated from
unrounded data by dividing the aggregate income of a specified group

Income: Average Income of Households

Average household income refers to the weighted mean total income of households in
2000. Average income is calculated from unrounded data by dividing the aggregate
income of a specified group of households (e.g. two-person households) by the number
of households in that respective group, whether or not they reported income.

Income: Incidence of Low Income

The incidence of low income is the proportion or percentage of economic families or
unattached individuals who spend 20% more than average on food, shelter and clothing
in a given classification below the low income cut-offs. These incidence rates are
calculated from unrounded estimates of economic families and unattached individuals 15
years of age and over.
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Income: Low Income Cut-offs (LICOS)

Income levels at which families or unattached individuals spend 20% more than average
on food, shelter and clothing. Measures of low income known as low income cut-offs
(LICOs) were first introduced in Canada in 1968 based on 1961 Census income data
and 1959 family expenditure patterns. At that time, expenditure patterns indicated that
Canadian families spent about 50% of their total income on food, shelter and clothing. It
was arbitrarily estimated that families spending 70% or more of their income (20
percentage points more than the average) on these basic necessities would be in
straitened circumstances. With this assumption, low income cut-off points were set for
five different sizes of families.

Subsequent to these initial cut-offs, revised low income cut-offs were established based
on national family expenditure data from 1969, 1978, 1986 and 1992. These data
indicated that Canadian families spent, on average, 42% in 1969, 38.5% in 1978, 36.2%
in 1986 and 34.7% in 1992 of their total income on basic necessities. Since 1992, data
from the expenditure survey have indicated that this proportion has remained fairly
stable. By adding the original difference of 20 percentage points to the basic level of
expenditure on necessities, new low income cut-offs were set at income levels
differentiated by family size and degree of urbanization. Since 1992, these cut-offs have
been updated yearly by changes in the consumer price index. Below is the 2005 matrix
of low income cut-offs:

Income: Collection methodology in 2006

For the first time in 2006, the census offered respondents the option to have Statistics
Canada access their tax records rather than complete the census income questions.
82.4% of all respondents completing the census long form chose the tax option. There
are some differences between tax data and self-reported income data — the former are
generally more precise and small amounts are better reported. Additionally, the use of
tax data means that the census can produce estimates of after-tax income.

Income: Median Income

The median income of a specified group of income recipients is that amount which
divides their income into two halves, i.e. the incomes of the first half of individuals are
below the median, while those of the second half are above the median. Median income
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is calculated from the unrounded number of individuals (e.g. males 45 to 54 years of
age) with income in that group.

Income: Median Income of Households

Dollar amount that marks the midpoint of a distribution of households ranked by the size
of household. The median income of a specified group of households is that amount
which divides their income size distribution into two halves. That is, the incomes of the
first half of households are below the median, while those of the second half are above
the median. Median incomes of households are normally calculated for all units in the
specified group, whether or not they reported income.

Income: Status after tax
Refers to the position of an economic family or persons not in economic families 15
years of age and over in relation to Statistics Canada's low income after-tax cut-offs.

Income: Status before tax
Refers to the position of an economic family or a person 15 years of age and over not in
an economic family in relation to Statistics Canada's low income before-tax cut-offs.

Mother tongue

Refers to the first language learned at home in childhood and still understood by the
individual at the time of the census. Two different forms were used in the 2006 Census.
The short 2A form was distributed to 100% of the population and included a question on
mother tongue. The longer 2B form was distributed to 20% of the population and
contained more comprehensive questions, including the question on mother tongue.
This report uses the 100% data to report on Francophone mother tongue and the 20%
sample to report on other mother tongue info for the following reasons:

o the 100% data for those indicating a mother tongue of French, may provide
greater accuracy for communities with small Francophone populations

o Details on specific non-official mother tongues are only captured on the long 2B
form and is consistent and comparable with other 2B data

In some cases “n.i.e.” is used to indicate not included elsewhere and “n.o.s.” to indicate
not otherwise specified. For example, anyone responding 'Chinese', with no other
precision, along with other dialects, was classified as “Chinese, n.o.s.”

Multiple Response Mother Tongue
Includes respondents who reported more than one mother tongue e.g., by checking two
or more mark-in circles, such as 'French' and 'German’.

Multiple Response Visible Minority
Includes respondents who reported more than one visible minority group e.g., by
checking two or more mark-in circles, such as 'Black' and 'South Asian’.

North American Indian

North American Indian (also called First Nations Peoples) is one of the three Aboriginal
groups recognized in the Canadian Constitution and is a term used to describe the group
of all Aboriginal peoples who are not Inuit or Métis.
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Reserve

A reserve is a tract of federally owned land with specific boundaries that is set apart for
the use and benefit of an Indian Band that is governed by Indian and Northern Affairs
Canada (INAC).

Rural area
Rural areas include all territory lying outside urban areas. Taken together, urban and
rural areas cover all of Canada.

Rural population includes people living in the rural fringes of census metropolitan areas
(CMAs) and census agglomerations (CAs), as well as people living in rural areas outside
CMAs and CAs.

South Asian
Refers to people who identify themselves as East Indian, Pakistani, Sri Lankan, etc.

Southeast Asian
Refers to people who identify themselves as Viethamese, Cambodian, Malaysian,
Laotian, etc.

Unemployment rate

Refers to the unemployed expressed as a percentage of the labour force in the week
(Sunday to Saturday) prior to Census Day (May 16, 2006).

Unemployment rate = Unemployed X 100

Labour force

The unemployment rate for a particular group (age, sex, marital status, geographic area,
etc.) is the unemployed in that group, expressed as a percentage of the labour force in
that group, in the week prior to enumeration.

Urban area

An urban area has a minimum population concentration of 1,000 persons and a
population density of at least 400 persons per square kilometre, based on the current
census population count. All territory outside urban areas is classified as rural. Taken
together, urban and rural areas cover all of Canada.

Visible minority population

Refers to the visible minority group to which the respondent belongs. The Employment
Equity Act defines visible minorities as “persons, other than Aboriginal peoples, who are
non-Caucasian in race or non-white in colour”.

West Asian
Refers to people who identify themselves as Iranian, Afghan, etc.

Work activity

Refers to the number of weeks in which a person worked for pay or in self-employment
in the reference year at all jobs held, even if only for a few hours, and whether these
weeks were mostly full time (30 hours or more per week) or mostly part time (1 to 29
hours per week). Persons with a part-time job for part of the year and a full-time job for
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another part of the year were to report the information for the job at which they worked
the most weeks. The term 'Full-year full-time workers' refers to persons 15 years of age
and over who worked 49 to 52 weeks (mostly full time) in the reference year for pay or in
self-employment.
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
