1. Minutes of the October 22 YJA/EJM meeting

2.1 Federal YJ Fund Submission
We submitted in September 30 via Letter of Intent (LOI). The LOI came back stating that they are looking at pursuing approval the FNMI component of the submission . The FASD  activities were not supported at this point but  future proposals were encouraged and is still a priority within Youth Justice federally). The Coalition piece may be worked into the proposal with the FNMI.
